Maintain your Drainfield 

The drainfield is an important part of 

your septic system. To be sure it’s 

maintained properly, don’t park or 

drive on your drainfield, and make 

sure that trees are planted a safe 

distance away to keep roots from 

growing into your septic system. In 

addition, roof drains, sump pumps 

and other rainwater drainage 

systems should be kept away from 

the drainfield area, as excess water 

slows down or stops the wastewater 

treatment process.
